Frequently Asked Questions 

 

When does the Pool open? 

 
The Aquatic Facility will open on May 19th, 2012 

 

 

 

What are the dates/hours of operation? 

 
The Aquatic Center is open to the public from May 19th to September 3rd, 2012.   From August 11th until 
September 3rd, the Aquatic Center will only be open on weekends.  Hours of operation are from 11:00AM 
until 6:00PM Monday thru Saturday and 1:00PM until 6:00PM on Sunday’s. 

 
 

What is the daily charge? 

 
Cost of Admission is $3.00 for those under three(3) feet tall and $5.00 for those three(3) tall or above. Sr. 
Citizen rate is $3.00. 
After 5:00PM the cost is $2.00 per swimmer. 

 
 

Can my children go the Aquatic Center by themselves? 

 
All children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by an Adult who is at least the age of 18. 

 
 

Is the water safe? 

 
The water is tested ever two (2) hours by the Aquatic Manager for chlorine and ph levels. 

 
 

What is the required swim attire? 

 
Bathing suits are required by all swimmers.  Infants or toddlers swim diapers are also required. 
 
 
 

Are food and drink allowed in the Aquatic Center? 

 
No food is allowed to be brought in by the public, concession stand is available during hours of operation. 

 
 

Are lifeguards on duty? 

 
Lifeguards plus the Aquatic Manger are on duty during hours of operation 

 
 



Do you rent the Aquatic Center for private parties? 

 
The Aquatic Center is available for private parties after pool hours, the cost of pool rental is $180.00 for the 
first hour and $70 for each additional hour.  Most rentals are for 2 to 3 hours.  All daily rules will be 
followed during Pool Parties.   To rent the Aquatic Center please call the Park Office at 859-734-9167. 
 

Do you offer season passes? 

 
We do offer season passed for families and individuals.  A family pass is $250.00 for a family of five (5) 
who are living in the household.  An individual pass is $175.00. 
  
 

Do you offer swim lessons? 

 
We do offer swim lessons during the month of June, these are two (2) weeks sessions. Please contact the 
office for more information or download the registration form from our site.
